3. One year of high school algebra or integrated math 2 with an average yearly grade of “C” or 
better.  A college algebra course that meets or exceeds high school algebra, with a grade of “C” 
or better may be substituted for high school algebra.  A college math placement test which 
indicated placement in class Math 60 or higher may also be substituted for high school algebra.

college math placement test, and/or college transcripts. “All points will be supported with documentation 
provided by the applicant.”

carry water, steam, air, or other liquids or gases. May install heating and cooling equipment and mechanical 
control systems.

 To receive points for work history, you must provide documentation of work hours (W-2’s, letters from
employers on company letterhead stating type of work performed and number of hours worked per
year, pay stubs, DD214, or work history print-out from the State of Oregon employment division.
(We cannot use resumés for scoring.)
